	As a result of this lesson students will…

	Essential Question: In what ways, does saving money link to socioeconomic inequities in society?

Students will examine ways to save money for a need or want.

“Have you ever had to save up for something that you really wanted? How did you do it?”

This book is called A Chair for my Mother and is by Vera B. Williams. In this book, we are going to look at a family that must save up to purchase something that they need. Sometimes people don’t always have everything that they need and must work hard to save up their money. We all make choices sometimes about what we can and can’t have because things cost money, and we all can’t have everything we want.

· Begin reading book- A Chair for my mother
· On the first page stop to discuss vocabulary waitress and boss

· waitress – (n) a woman who serves or waits on customers in a bar, restaurant, or cafe.

· boss – (n) a person who gives directions to workers and watches over their work 
· On the second page stop to discuss the word tips

· tips – (n) a small gift of money given as a way of thanking someone for a service done. Let's give the waitress a good tip. 
· On the third page stop to discuss the word bargain
· bargain – (n) something that is sold or bought at a good price, especially if it is worth more than what was given in exchange. We got a great bargain on plane tickets.
· On the fourth page stop to discuss the word coin.
· coin – (n) a piece of metal money that is small, flat, and round. Pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters are all coins.

· On the sixth page stop to discuss the word spoiled. 
· Spoiled - (v) to destroy the quality or value of something. The milk was spoiled. 

· On the eleventh page stop to discuss the word exchange.

· exchange – (v) to give in return for something else; trade. I exchanged my old car for a new one. 

· Following the reading of the book, open discussion with students.
· “What do yall think about this book?”
·  “We are now going to take a deeper look and work on a sheet I have. You can try to answer some of these questions first on your own and then we will talk about them some more.”

· Go over worksheet attached referring back to the book. (title, setting, characters, genre, list 2 ways the girl helped at the restaurant, why couldn’t the family just go buy a new chair, why do you think the mom is worried when she only makes a little tip money, and at the end, the jar is empty. What do you think the family will do now?)
· Following worksheet group discuss following questions from their seats. Students will raise hands to answer. 

· “Do you think that some people have to save money more than others? Why is that? What does save really mean?”
· save – (v) keep and store for a future use (usually money)
· “Do you think it is fair that some people have more money than others?” 
· “Is it good decision to save money?” “Saving money can help us if something bad happens that we didn’t expect.” “What are other benefits of saving money?” 
· “Sometimes we want things that we may not have the money for so we may need to say up for something.” “What is the difference between a want and a need?
· need – (n) something that you must have to live

· want – something you would really like to have, not life threatening

· “I am now going to pass out a sheet that has a jar on it just like in the book. On the jar is a piece of paper. This jar is going to remind us of something that we would like to save up for. We are all going to think of something that we want or need to save for. This could be something at home that you really want, something that you know would help you, or it could be something you want to save up for someone else. This could even be something that you know your family is already saving for and you want to help. Once you have thought of it, you can draw it on your jar. You can draw it however you would like. 
· Allow students time to draw (last 8 minutes)


	Closure/Wrap up: (Describe how the CONTENT of the lesson will be summarized.) Every time we look at these jars we can remember that people must save for things that they need or want including our self. Sometimes people must save more than others. We also must remember that at times we must be patient when saving up money whether we are buying our mom a chair or our favorite new toy.

	Clear Links to Learning Theories, Educational Research, and Principles of Development: 

This connects to Montessori’s theories of development through real-life experiences. We will be discussing real world problems such as people not having enough money and having to save for things that they need or want. The students will determine something that they want to save for and then actually practice saving following the lesson. 


	Connections to Technology and/or the Arts: 
Students will be given a picture of a jar at the end of the lesson. They will draw something on that jar that they would like to save for. This could be something they may need at home or school, something that they have been wanting badly, something that they could spend their “trouper bucks” on at school, or anything else they feel that they need to save for. They could even save for someone else if they wanted. The students will be free to use crayons and markers to help with their drawing. The drawing will be kept in their binders following the activity.

I discussed the social justice idea with my host teacher, Mrs. Thompson. She suggested this book because it deals with saving, and she felt that her students would benefit from a discussion about this topic. 

I discussed the project with Dr. Muschell and she gave me the idea to give students the option of saving for others.

I discussed the project with other first grade teachers at the lunch table and they gave me the idea of having students save up with trouper bucks. This is the school’s positive behavior strategy. Students can buy things at the end of every week with tickets if they have enough.
