How to Use a Compass

	Essential Question: How does creating as well as manipulating a compass enhance map reading skills?

· Sketch a compass rose

· Manipulate a compass while learning cardinal directions

	Steps in the Lesson (Include the attention getter or the hook for the lesson; the introduction; the lesson procedures including strategies/planned supports for whole‐class, small group, and individual instructions; and differentiated activities.)

	Attention Getter or Hook: (State how the attention of the students will be piqued at the start of the lesson.)
· Have a large picture of a world map on the smart board with the question, “How can we read this map?” 

· Allow students to look at world map as they walk in and sit down on the mat. 

· Quietly draw attention to the map without saying anything.

· Silence for a moment (allow students time to think and process the question)

· Observe what comments students make to each other

· Ask students what they think. Based off what they say, ask if the map is missing something that could help find a certain spot on the map.
· “What tool could we use to read the map?”

· students should say compass

· “Interesting. So, we could use a compass to read this map?”
· “I think y’all might be on to something.”

	Introduction: (State how the lesson will be introduced. This should communicate the purpose of the lesson, be directly related to the goals and objectives of the lesson, tap into prior knowledge/experiences, and develop student interest.)
· “What does a compass have on it that would help us?”
· students should say something about directions
· “The four cardinal directions can be found on a compass. Can anyone tell me when you have used directions or seen directions before? (students answer) Maybe you went on a trip and someone gave you directions or maybe you had to read a map and you needed a compass!”

· Allow students time to respond
· I have a book here that is going to help us with cardinal directions. We need to pay attention and see how the bird in the book uses different directions to find her home. 

	Instructional Strategies: (Use a bulleted or numbered format to communicate the procedures for the lesson – what the teacher will do as well as what the student will do. Describe the strategies which will be used to support students’ learning. Knowledge of students’ cognitive, social, emotional, and physical development along with their cultural backgrounds should be evident.)
· Read the book- North, South, East, West by Margaret Wise Brown
· Pause for vocabulary and emphasizing characteristics of the different locations that the bird travels

· “We are now going to have a chance to look at some real compasses. (in a whisper) I need everyone to quietly stand up and tip toe back to their desk.”
· “Still using our quiet voices I want everyone to pick up your compass on your desk. Everyone should have one and you can put it around your neck and hold it flat in your hand.”
· “What do you notice if you turn different directions?”

· “Try facing different walls in the classroom to see what happens.”

· Students answer and respond

· “What does the red needle in the center do? Does it change directions or always stay pointing the same direction?”

· students answer and respond

· “The direction that the needle is pointing is North. Do you remember the direction north from the book that we read?” (yes or no)
· “If we headed north in this direction with our compass where is a place we might end up?”

· students give answer and respond

· “Where do you think south is if this is north?” (facing north with our compass)

· students should point behind them in the opposite direction
·  “What about east and west? Can you look on your compass to find them? There are capital letters on the compass to give you a hint.”
· Students answer and respond

· “I have trick to help you remember the order of the directions. I used this when I was learning how to use a compass. If you start with North and go around the compass in a clockwise direction, so to the right, you can say Never Eat Soggy Waffles. Never starts with N and so does North. Eat stars E and so does East. Soggy starts with what letter? (S) South starts with S. And finally, Waffles starts with what letter? (W) West starts with W. This is a way you can remember the different cardinal directions and where they go. You can always start with North and work your way around.”
· “I have another compass that I would like to show you. This is on an Iphone and you may be able to find it at home with your parents or you can use them on the iPhones in class. This is what a compass looks like on a phone. They are very similar and work the same way.”
· “Now I want everyone to have a seat at their desk and we are going to draw our own compass. I have one that I made right here. You can use your compass to help you when remembering directions; this is yours to keep. Remember that N (North) should go at the top.”
· “Now we know that these compasses do not work right? Why do they not work like the ones we were just using?” (there is not a needle on these compasses)

· “When you are finished you can put your paper plate compass in your desk and keep wearing your compass. Make sure you are being super careful with them.”

· “Now I have a fun little game for us to play. We have classes going on around us so we need to be respectful of these classes and not get too rowdy.” 

· “This game is called Which Way.” If we master this first-round I have a way to make it harder. “Are you ready? Let’s go over the rules.”
· “1. I will say a direction and everyone has to turn and face that direction. I am standing where north is.”
· “2. If you hesitate too long, or face the wrong way then you must go back to your desk to sit down.”
· “We are going to see who has been paying attention.”
· Call out different directions while students play
· If time allows introduce students to the intermediate directions: NE, SE, NW, SW.

· See if they can play the game with the intermediate directions added in. 

	Closure/Wrap up: (Describe how the CONTENT of the lesson will be summarized.)
· “Compasses and cardinal directions help us read maps. Reading maps can be very helpful in our daily lives and will help us do many things in the future.”

John Dewey believed that students learn best went interactive and being active learners. The students in this lesson will be do a variety of activities that allow them to be interactive with the lesson and also with their peers. 
There is also a time where students are experimenting with compasses and exhibiting curiosity for the topic discussed. Piaget said that curiosity drives the learning process. 

	Connections to Technology and/or the Arts: 

Students will be drawing their compass rose. Students will look at a compass on a mobile device for comparisons with both types of compasses.
